The waxes 
and surface film are chemically bonded, so 
flaking and peeling is eliminated and help to 
prevent cracking, warping and twisting.  This 
means no more sanding to apply further coat-
ings in the future.

Cooee is widely used by all 
sections of this industry because TimberTreat 
offers an attractive appearance, helps to stop 
the product from going brittle, and inhibits 
mould growth on the surface.

It is easily sprayed or brushed on, for a quick 
and simple way to preserve the good looks of 
your fence, screen, deck or gazebo.

Bamboo, Thatch & Reed
TimberTreat is available in Clear Natural, Teak, 
Ironbark, Jarrah and Cedar. All of these finishes 
are slightly glossy, but not so much that the fin-
ish is slippery when wet. 

The method used by TimberTreat to seal the
wood surface, ingressing into and also leaving a
film on the surface, makes it an ideal way to seal
in the toxic chemicals in treated timber. 

Coating it with TimberTreat will seal in the 
chemicals. Most countries ban the use of CCA for 
common domestic applications, such as decking, 
playground equipment, handrails, furniture, low 
bollard fencing etc. However, existing structures 
should be made safe by coating them, and keep-
ing up a regular maintenance program.

TimberTreat Plus Bitumen has been developed
specially for the protection of timbers in contact
with the ground. The waterproof nature of 
TimberTreat combined with the anti-microbial 
formulation effectively eliminates moisture from 
entering, and so stops wood rot from forming.
